Upon entering the Residency Program, or in special cases prior to conclusion of the Residency Program,
the Sr. Pastor Resident must have completed a Masters of Divinity (MDiv) or Biblical Studies degree, or
its equivalent, from an institution recognized as theologically and doctrinally consistent with the
doctrinal position of Harvest Bible Chapel. Determination of fulfillment for this requirement, and
acceptance of the specific program of study and the respective degree issuing institution, will be made
by the Executive Staff of Harvest Bible Chapel — Davenport.
